Jane Heald was a longtime supporter of the West Falmouth Library.

Stereoscopes were a popular form of entertainment in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries.
Stereoscopic cards consisted of two images mounted side by side, which, when viewed through the
stereoscope, appear three-dimensional.

Scope and Content Note

The Jane Heald stereoscopic card collection consists of one stereoscope and 214 stereoscopic cards, dating
from approximately 1897 to 1908. Two of the cards are stereoscopic photographs while the others are color,
printed cards. The cards show people and places, especially scenes from national parks across the United
States. Many of the cards were photographed by T. W. Ingersoll.
